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Sign means any device visible from a public place that displays messages by means of graphic presentation of alphabetic or pictorial symbols or representations.
Onsite Sign - A free-standing sign readable from beyond the subject property which directs attention to a person, business, profession, product, home occupation, service or activity conducted within 500 feet of the licensed business property location.
Onsite Building Sign - A sign attached as part of a building and readable from beyond the subject property which directs attention to a person, business, profession, product, home occupation, service or activity conducted within 500 feet of the licensed business property location.
Onsite Common Area Sign - A free-standing sign readable from beyond the subject property which directs attention to a person, business, profession, product, home occupation, service or activity conducted within 100 feet of a qualifying subdivision of development.
Onsite Directional Sign - A free-standing sign readable from beyond the subject property which directs attention to a person, business, profession, product, home occupation, service or activity conducted within 20 feet of the roadway entrance and within 50 feet of the licensed business property location.
Billboard - A free-standing sign or a sign attached as part of a building which directs attention to a person, business, profession, product, home occupation, service or activity conducted farther than 500 feet of the licensed business property location.
Offsite Directional Sign - A free-standing sign which directs attention to a person, business, profession, product, home occupation, service or activity conducted within 20 feet of the roadway entrance and farther than 50 feet of the licensed business property location.

Freestanding Yard Signs -A temporary sign for the purpose of commercial or noncommercial speech placed within your property.
Banner/Blade Signs - A temporary sign for the purpose of commercial or noncommercial speech placed within your property.
Light Pole Signs - A temporary sign for the purpose of commercial or noncommercial speech placed within your property.
Sidewalk Signs - A temporary A-Frame or T-Frame unlighted sign for the purpose of commercial or noncommercial speech placed within your property so as never to impact the vision of pedestrians or vehicular traffic.

Illegal Sign – means any sign located on property subject to zoning ordinance and without a Garrett County permit.
Illegal Off Premise Sign – means any sign without a Garrett County permit located within a highway right of way and/or off of permitted private property.
Grandfathered Sign – Any sign issued a permit by earlier code or issued a permit as existing before 1975.
Centerline of Roadway Elevation – The average elevation at the centerline of a highway, measured 100 feet each direction from a point opposite a proposed Onsite sign.
